SUBJECT: Air Force Guidance Memorandum to AFI 31-218

1. By Order of the Secretary of the Air Force, this is an Air Force Guidance Memorandum
immediately changing AFI 31-218, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision. Compliance with this
Memorandum is mandatory. To the extent its directions are inconsistent with other Air Force
publications; the information herein prevails, in accordance with AFI 33-360, Publications and
Forms Management.

4-2c¢c(1)(c) is changed to read, approved protective helmets, eye protection, hard—soled shoes,
long sleeved shirt or jacket, full-fingered gloves or mittens and long trousers will be worn by
operators and passengers when in operation. Wearing of a motorcycle jacket and pants
constructed of abrasion resistant materials such as leather, Kevlar® and/or Cordura® containing
impact absorbing padding is strongly encouraged. Riders should select PPE that incorporates
fluorescent colors and retro-reflective material.

Table 5-2, Violation #22 is also changed to read, Failure to wear an approved helmet while
operating or riding a motorcycle, MOPED, or a three or four-wheel vehicle powered by a
motorcycle-like engine.

2. The guidance in this Memorandum becomes void after one-year from the date of the
Memorandum or when superseded by a guidance publication, whichever is earlier.
